Action Items: the planning committee had the following action items for the Council

b. Update from DesigSafe-CI about access: TACC request for immigration information (passport and
visa) to allow individuals from countries of concern (https://home.treasury.gov/policy-
issues/financial-sanctions/sanctions-programs-and-country-information). DesignSafe indicates
that this is a standard procedure for TACC user accounts so that TACC meets federal regulations
and laws for people who declare their citizenship as being from a US government list of countries of
concern (Ellen, 10 min).

Ellen reported on the steps currently taken to clarify this matter.



i. A clear message will be generated and sent to citizens of countries on the State
Department list attempting to register as users. This message will show that is coming
from DesignSafe not TACC, and the information requested resides in a secure server.

ii.  The guidelines followed by DesignSafe for registering users from these countries will be
made more prominent.

c. Discussion/revisit of paper/data tracking (Joe Wartman, 10 min)

and the possibility of doing using open access format (see Attachment).

She is fine with inviting NexHigh to a Council
meeting and present a summary of the report, but check with Joy first.

Rationale

* One of NHERI’s goals is to ensure that research information produced
has the widest possible dissemination

e DesignSafe and NSF repositories are widely used

* Free to users
* Papers inside are largely found by targeted searches

* An alternative is to make agreements with publishers to have NHERI
papers collected and automatically become open access
* e.g. Frontiers in Built Environment for NHERI link
e UC System a few days ago link
* Why not make agreements with ASCE????

Why ASCE?

* ASCE is our national organization for Civil Engineering with 41 journals
(including mine) that cover much of what we do
* ASCE has Special Collections: groups similar papers across issues
* Maybe even across journals?

* ASCE generates and publishes codes and standards used by NHERI
members

* Many (most?) NHERI researchers already work with ASCE
* Many papers already in ASCE Journals

* An Open Access NHERI Special Collection could provide a one-stop shop
for much NHERI research — find everything in one click

* | have already talked with JWPCOE-ASCE about sponsored Special
Collections and received a very tentative positive response

* Haven’t yet taken it further because the proposed Special Collection in question
wanted to wait a year or two to go forward



Difficulties in Working with ASCE

* ASCE does not like to do new things. It knows how it has done things
and likes to keep on doing these things

» ASCE is deathly afraid that if it has too many open access papers,
people and institutions will stop buying subscriptions

» ASCE hates giving things away for free (even though we would pay
them for open access)



How much would it cost NHERI???

* If not Open Access, Special Collection would likely be free

* Two possible options for Open Access: pay per article, or flat fee
* Unclear which is better

* ASCE Open Access fee is $2500 per article for Hybrid (normal)

journals (link)
* 51000 per article for older articles (24 months)
* Probably (not certainly) we could get a discount

 How much would a Flat Fee be (like UC and Frontiers)?
* Not Sure. This would need to be negotiated and | don’t know what ASCE
thinks

* Well worth exploring and would have great benefits
